What does it mean to be “Blessed”?

 In this time of growing fear, criticism, anxiety 

and self centeredness, the art of “Blessing” has 

become a scarce commodity.

 To Bless – Latin – benedicere > benediction 

 dictio –speaking; bene –well; to speak well of

 It is more than a word of praise or appreciation

 To give a blessing is to affirm, to say “yes” to a 

person’s image of God, to their “Belovedness”



What does it mean to be “Blessed”?

 The blessings we give are expressions of the 

blessings that rests on us from all eternity. 

 What has God already said about us?

 It is an on-going blessing that allows us to hear 

in an ever-new way that we belong to a loving 

God who will never leave us and remind us that 

we are guided by love every step of our lives.



We Are Blessed!

 Luke 2:14 – Peace to those on whom His favor rests

 Heb.13:5 - ‘Be content with what you have, for God 

has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.”’

 Eph.5:1,2 – “As dearly loved children, …” 

 John17:23 – That you … loved them even as you 

loved me

 John 3:16 – For God so loved the world He gave … 

 Luke 1:41-49 – Elizabeth called Mary blessed and 

Mary considered herself blessed.



Do You Feel Blessed?

 God has spoken words of Blessing to you and over 

you! Why don’t you feel blessed?

 The voices of the Liar, Deceiver, Destroyer and this 

world are loud persistent and consistent.  

 The voices that say you are unlovable, ugly, stupid, a 

loser, addict, sinner! You are not good enough! God 

could never love you! THEY ARE NOT FROM GOD! 

 Consider the source and deal with them 

appropriately!  2Cor.10:3-5



How Do We Hear and Claim Blessing?

1. Know the truth! The power of a lie is disarmed by 

the truth!

2. Cultivate attentiveness to the blessings to you
 Receive the blessings given to you

3. Take time in your prayer life to be quiet and think 

about God’s love for you
 Pray Scripture! Memorize and pray scripture



How Do We Hear and Claim Blessing?

Pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
the Father of glory, may give you the Spirit 

of wisdom and of revelation in the 
knowledge of Him, having the eyes of your 
heart enlightened, that you may know the 

HOPE to which He has called you, the 
RICHES of His glorious inheritance in the 
saints and the immeasurable greatness of 
His POWER for us who believe.  Eph.1:17-19



Bless Others

 As you begin to put into practice Abiding in, Resting 

in, Living in the Blessings of God toward us in Christ, 

we develop a deep desire to Bless others.

 The Blessed will want to speak good things to and 

about others. To call out the beauty and good they 

see in others.

 The voice that calls us “The Beloved” will give us 

words to bless others and reveal to them that they 

are no less blessed than we are!



How Do We Hear and Claim Blessing?

I pray that from His glorious, unlimited resources 

He will empower you with inner strength through 

His Spirit. Then Christ will make His home in your 

hearts as you trust in Him. Your roots will grow 

down into God’s love and keep you strong. And 

may you have the power to understand, as all 

God’s people should, how wide, how long, how 

high, and how deep His love is.
